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Queensland

As mentioned in the last regional roundup,
Growcom is running a project aimed at
encouraging leadership by rural and regional
women. As a part of this project feedback was
gathered from rural women currently in leadership
positions across the state on what the big issues
are for women in horticulture. The key points
were that were raised are discussed below.

It was felt that many horticultural businesses
are struggling to keep up with the demands
of managing their staff - for example, dealing
with the new horticulture award - and that is
if they can find and keep the staff in the first
place (particularly skilled staff). Growers are
also feeling the pinch as price takers from the
big supermarket chains demand more and
more and seem to offer less for it.

As a way to help address some of the staffing
issues, growers are looking for ways to upskill
their key staff members to help manage the
business and take some of the daily pressure
off the owners.

The women also wanted to continue to network
with other like minded people and they want to
be able to include their key staff in this exercise
to help expand their networks and knowledge.
The women felt that this would definitely add
value to their businesses but would also be a
great social activity which would help the key
employees to learn how to more effectively
interact with people and manage other staff.
Two meetings are planned for the Granite Belt
area before November aimed at addressing
some of the above issues.

This project is supported by funding from the
Australian Government Department of Agriculture,
Fisheries and Forestry (DAFF) under its Australia's
Farming Future initiative.

On another note, Growcom staff have been
extremely busy helping growers to deal with
the changes the new horticulture award may
bring. This is an ongoing and constantly
changing issue and for more information

Lastly, Growcom recently attended a Diabetes
Queensland education and awareness consumer
expo on the Gold Coast to promote Stanthorpe
as a prominent fruit growing region.

Tasmania

The annual Fruit Growers Tasmania (FGT)
industry awards were held on 22 August at the
Royal Yacht Club of Tasmania. Preceding the event,
the FGT annual general meeting was held.

This year the Award for Excellence was
presented to two outstanding fruit industry
members - Kevin Miller from the Tamar Valley
and Brian Clark from the Huon Valley.

Kevin has been an apple orchardist in the
Tamar Valley since developing a small orchard
at Hillwood, and has been a longstanding
member of the Tasmanian Apple and Pear
Growers. In recent years the orchard has
continued to evolve with modern, high density
orchards and the business has expanded to
include cherries and stonefruit as well as
establishing a successful shed door operation.

Brian Clark has been involved in the Tasmanian
apple industry at both local and national levels,
particularly during the 1960s, 70s and 80s.
Brian was the state representative on the
National Apple & Pear Growers Association,
was elected national president in the late
1970s. He was also an inaugural member

of the State Fruit Board — Tasmanian Apple
Marketing Board and a founding member of
Australian United Fresh.

The 2009 winner of the Mark Miller Young
Grower Award was Bradley Ashlin. Brad, formerly
from Geeveston, has been involved in the fruit
industry for many years as an orchardist, as
well as a training officer for Tahune Fields.
Brad was an active member of the Young
Tasmanian Fruit Growers Association and has
always participated in industry activies and
events. Brad is currently employed as farm
manager at TopQual’s Calthorpe orchard in the
Tamar Valley and his enthusiasm for the industry
continues. He has travelled overseas on various
study tours and is always keen to learn new
techniques and share his knowledge with others.
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Export registrations have commenced for the
2009-10 apple, cherry and stonefruit seasons with
FGT undertaking the processing of registrations
under agreement with Quarantine Tasmania.

A tractor safety training course was provided to
growers in August and the next FO2012 orchard
walk was scheduled for mid-September. FGT
representatives also attended the 2009 AsiaFruit
Logistica held in Hong Kong in the first week

of September, with participation from a number
of exporters. FGT took a stand in association
with HAL.

Primary Employers Tasmania (PET) is running
some free workplace relations seminars
throughout the state from late September
through to October. PET is hosting the workshops
in conjunction with the National Farmers
Federation (NFF), with support from the
Australian Government.

FGT is currently working on the 2010 Farm
Gate Guide with the launch likely to be held
sometime in the next couple of months.
Increased interest from grower participants
is being received following the success of the
first publication in 2009.

The weather in Tasmania remains cool and the
rain continues on from a wet winter. Growers
would like to see the weather settle a little and
become fine and a little warmer as we move
further into spring.

Fruit movement across the Perth market floor
was down 35 per cent compared to last year’s
volumes for August. Good quality fruit is still
receiving firm prices however there is a fair
amount of over-mature fruit which market
agents are struggling to move.

Whilst WA is still a little below our average
rainfall, the number of rainy days is definitely up
on previous years. Growers are now expectantly
waiting for those fine days to get spray programs
underway. As the Industry Development Project
I am employed under begins to wind up it is
time to evaluate and reflect on what outcomes
have been achieved and what could be improved.

One of the positive outcomes has been the
facilitation of field days and orchard walks.
Attendance at field days has slowly increased
over the duration of the project. Whilst I don’t
think it is the IDO’s role to provide the technical
content, it is their role to organise and introduce
the appropriate expertise to growers. Having
established a number of good relationships and
linkages with other industry bodies it has become
easier to put together a workshop on most topics.
We do continue to suffer a little from national
program scheduling and will continue to work
on date clashes.

Communication is getting better. With internet
access increasing we can collate and disseminate
useful information and event reminders on a
more regular basis. The aim now is to improve
on how we communicate technical information.
What we still don‘'t do very well is ascertain
which topics growers want more information
on. We still need greater grower feedback to
tell us what you would find useful and would
make time to attend. This sort of activity is

For some time now the WA industry has been
caught up in a biosecurity issue which has not
provided a positive environment for industry
development. With some of the issues now
coming to a head there is the need to feed
project ideas through to WAFGA. Make your
fee-for-service work harder and be willing to
put your ideas up. The next IDO project will be
more successful with greater industry input and
an application focussing on what growers want
will tend to be more attractive to funding bodies.

I will still be employed in the background to
write up final reports. I would like to thank

the WA pome fruit industry for providing such
a welcoming environment to work in that has
allowed me to learn so much in such a short
amount of time.

Fruit Growers Victoria (FGV) has received
funding under the Victorian Government'’s
*horticulture industry network’ initiative to appoint
an industry development officer for the apple
and pear industry in Victoria. This new position
will be based in southern Victoria and will
service all apple and pear growers in the state.

The new pome IDO will be responsible for
establishment and operation of a pome fruit
industry centre of excellence that will provide
practical on-farm support to orchardists. A
formal announcement of the project will be
made by the Victorian government shortly.
Market conditions in Victoria continue to be dif-
ficult with low prices and relatively high stocks.

The new season is well on the way with spray
rigs working around the clock already in some
districts. Northern Victoria has received its first
water allocation for the new season but despite
recent rains the outlook remains for a dry
irrigation season. The Yarra Valley is experiencing
very dry conditions and some growers are
faced with difficult decisions on how to manage
their orchards in a water deficit situation.

FGV will hold its annual general meeting on
Friday 23 October 2009 in the Yarra Valley.
The meeting will be followed by drinks and the
annual industry dinner.
